
  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

FABRIC:  fabric 1-  15 cm for centre of dahlia (e.g. light yellow) 

fabric 1A- 15 cm for centre of dahlia - different tone of the same 

colour as fabric 1 (e.g. medium/light yellow ) 

   fabric 2-  ¼ metre ( 25 cm) next to centre (e.g. yellow-gold) 

   fabric 3-  ½  metre ( 50 cm - e.g. orange-gold) 

   fabric 4-  60 cm (e.g. orange-red) 

   fabric 5-  75 cm (e.g. red) 

   fabric 6-  1 metre (e.g. medium-dark red) 

   fabric 7-  1 metre (e.g. red-burgundy) 

   fabric 8-  ¼ metre ( 25 cm - e.g. dark burgundy) 

   fabric 9-  40 cm (e.g. navy blue) 

   backing fabric- 3 ½  metres  

   binding fabric- 60 cm  

    

   Please note: As it stands this quilt makes a wonderful table cover. 

You will also be given instructions and templates on how to square up this round quilt so it 

can be used as a centre for a larger quilt if desired, so you may wish to purchase more of 

some of your fabrics and the wadding to do this.  

 

OTHER:  wadding 60" x 60"  

   3 sheets of clear template plastic size A-4 

   sewing supplies: needles, pins, thread, scissors and thimble 

 

Most of the fabrics I used were tone-on-tone prints, although any non-directional print can 

be incorporated into this versatile quilt. All fabrics should be 100% dress weight cotton, 42” 

to 45” wide ( 110cm to 112cm), and should be machine washed and ironed prior to class. 

 

items marked with asterisk on the supply list are needed to complete the quilt project but 

will not be needed on the day of the class.
